A perennial favourite at the school 
is a ‘best loved bear’ contest which is 
put to the public vote.
“We’ve run it every year and 
it’s been hugely successful”. 
The gala team is running a café 
this year alongside candyfloss stalls, 
bacon and egg burgers and a sausage 
sizzle. There will be pony rides, fire 
engine rides, and a bouncy castle.
Prizes donated so far for the day 
include a night’s accommodation 
at Waimana Lodge worth $525, a 
Hedgehog Bikes pushbike, a Morris 
and James ceramic piece’ and a 
Skyworks helicopter ride.
